A close relative is considered to be an aunt, uncle, grandparent, step
parent or siblings. Friends of the family and other family members
such as cousins or great aunts are not classed as close relatives for
the purposes of Private Fostering, neither are families hosting
overseas students who are being educated in the UK.

You need to legally notify us of any private fostering arrangements in
Redbridge to ensure the child is safe.
